*Materials list:

¥, yard dark blue cotton fabric for the front andlosts

¥, yard aqua cotton sateen fabric for the lining

Light blue fabric cut into 1 %2 wide strips: One 20id two 25"
Medium weight stabilizer

2 yards 1 inch wide grosgrain ribbon for the tied aeck loop
3 yards %2 wide blue rick rack

Threads used are STAR Multi-color 100% EgyptianaGiatton:
Colorname  Number Purpose

Caribbean Sea 827 the tree

White 01 the stars

Ecru 16 the moon’s erat

Cream 116 the moon’s craters

Blue Pacific 848 moon’s eye and chae# the decorative stitches
Deep Ocean 841 decorative topstitglover rick rack

Star silver metallic quilting thread for the stars
Dual Duty XP all purpose sewing thread in bluedewing

Trace designs onto the blue fabric. | use a ligixt&nd a silver sharpie. If
you don’t have a light box, you can tape the deaigghfabric to a sunny
window and trace. After drawing with a sharpie ahrfc- press the fabric
and the marks will be permanent and not bleed.




Hoop your design with stabilizer underneath theitlstart by bringing the
bobbin thread to the top and take a few stitches.

The features on the moon’ face are stitched anedtfirst, before
stitching the craters. The wave is stitched in sim@ontour stitching; the
craters are stitched in a spiral stitch. First \itd Ecru and then a second
pass of stitching is done with the cream. This g@eubtle change of color
and texture to the craters.

Be sure to look at the video to see how the stitgis done.



Here are some close-ups of the stitching on thennaoal stars. The stars are
stitched in white. Then they are overstitched wither metallic thread.



The tree is stitched in Caribbean Sea and younbeigh the bottom row of
stitching and go up, using a kind of “U” shapedcsiing.



After stitching the three pocket designs, cut tieeta"x 9 ¥4, Stitch them
together with strips of light blue fabric. Now, ybave your pocket panel.
Stitch right sides together with lining with scasit seam and turn. Press.

Stitch along the light blue strip at the top witkcdrative stitches.



Make the apron. Cut out

the dark blue and the

lining fabric according to

the pattern. With right

sides together, pin for

stitching. | use two pins in

the spots where | leave

openings. The opening at

the bottom is for turning. The openings at the sigied top are for inserting
the ties. Stitch the pieces together and turn.sPres

Insert the ties cut from ribbon and
pin.

Topstitch all around the edge of

the apron using a lightning stitch,

also known as a stretch stitch. It

looks like a slanted zig zag stitch.

You can choose any stitch you

want. You will be stitching the

rick rack on at the same time. This

Is easy to do if you stitch slowly. If

you want, you can tack the rick rack on first wglhe or a gluestick.



Now, place the pocket panel in position on the ap&iitch around the side
and bottom edge with the lightning stitch. Ther¢cktdown the two light
blue strips with a decorative stitch.

Put it on and bake some
cookies!
